MBSC Sailing Report - week ended 11th May 2008

Friday 9th May 2008

Friday evening’s sail was overcast with a fresh North Easterly breeze.

In the Mirror fleet, Francis Harvey and his crew Jack Mankin sportingly opted not to use their
spinnaker and still comfortably led from start to finish, beating Rob Bode and his crew
Jessica by a country mile.

Six Lasers raced with Roger Sparrow leading for two legs, but left for dead by Greg Harris and
Gordon Jonas on the tight reach to the gybe mark. Greg held on for his second win of the
week. Roger managed to beat Nick Stoten to the line and Jane Goodhead wasn’t far behind
in spite of a capsize at the gybe mark.

Four Ospreys took part with a first of the season sail for Mike Greig crewing for Jeremy
Williams. Barrie Reynolds helmed while usual helm Peter Greig crewed. Stepping up in the
boat rankings was Simon Mummery crewing for Nick Eggert instead of his RS Vareo. Jeremy
Williams/Mike Greig took line honours on Friday evening but had to work for it.

In the handicap fleet, Martin Scott launching his brand new Solo got off to a good start
coming in a credible 3rd place behind the two RS700s of Rod and Tim.

Sunday 11th May 2008

Sunday morning’s fog dissipated in a freshening, gusty North Easterly breeze.

In the Mirror fleet Will Searle came in first again while Wendy Nancholas capsized
irretrievably after the gybe mark during the final lap.

Eight Lasers raced with Dave Johnson leading until he capsized at the windward mark and let
Greg through. Greg then obliged by capsizing at the gybe mark and Dave went ahead. Nick
Stoten also capsized at the gybe mark and dropped back to fifth behind Roger - who had got
into irons under the Mount and let Bruce Adams through to his first podium place.

In the Ospreys, JeremyWilliams/Mike Greig were faced by the challenge of 425 but with
Peter Greig helming and Kelly Greig getting back into the harness. As the breeze built
through out the race the advantage went to the heavier crew leaving Jeremy/Mike to line
honours and Peter/Kelly second.

Eight handicap boats were led home by Nick's Contender with a good margin over second
placed John and Duncan's Enterprise. The remaining boats in the fleet were closely matched
with Liz and Ce's RS200 just beating Julie's RS Vareo and with Ben's Pico just ahead of Paul
and Mandy in their RS200.
