
MBSC Sailing Report - week ended 21st  June 2009 

Tuesday 16th  June 2009  

Nine Lasers, one Osprey, four Mirrors and five from the Handicap fleet sailed the first square 

course of the season set by race officer Peter Greig from a Pierhead start in a gentle 

southerly force two breeze. 

 

Mirror start 

Slow Handicap: James made a welcome return and took the reins, as he and Will prepare for 

an assault on the forthcoming World Championships; being a little ring rusty they tried a few 

variations on the rest of the fleet's theme and did well to achieve the result they did.  At the 

front it was Jessica and Tony's titanic tussle with Simon and Amy that gripped the attention, 

having exchanged the lead several times on the way around Tony got away on the last leg 

and, despite Simon's terrific charge to the line, hung on to win in a photo finish.

Behind all this Rob and new Tuesday crew Joel, followed at an even distance by Wendy and 

Renny, tried their hearts' out but could not match the pace of the leading three.  

Lasers: The first leg of the race was a very long close reach to the leeward mark, and several 

of the Lasers, peering into the setting sun, started at the pierhead end and sailed initially for 

the wrong mark.  The bunch of four who started at the pin end knew where they were going 

and arrived first. 

 

Laser start 

Bruce Adams stayed right and rounded the leeward mark several boat lengths clear from 

second place Roger Sparrow who had overtaken Dave Johnson and Nick Harvey while they 

were busy luffing each other.  Bruce tacked off onto starboard up the beat while Roger went 

right on port, tacking for the windward mark just short of the lay-line.  The decision paid off 

and he was able to tack under Bruce for an overlap at the mark and sailed clear on the long 

reach back towards the Mount to hold his lead to the finish. 

 

Laser run back towards Marazion 

Dave battled with Bruce for the next two rounds but eventually got clear to finish second, 

while Gordon Jonas recovered from his error at the start to swop places with Bruce twice 

before finally overtaking him at the end of the final fourth leg dead run to finish third.
